The training of the staff is focused on treating the guests as an individual, not a reom

number. The staff check-in guests, then lead them to their room, giving a tour of the room and

answering any questions the guests may have about policies, amenities, or basic Instructions

for the air conditioner. "It's a personal touch”, Dev states.

Aside from the special design and personal service, Hotel Le Bleu offers rare views that aren't
seen from other hotels in the area. While hotels in Manhattan give guests views of the other
boroughs, Hotel Le Bleu gives a view of the city skyline and the Statue of Liberty. As a result of
these qualities, Hotel Le Bleu has been highly rated on Trip Advisor and become a part of the
Brooklyn community. Hotel Le Bleu also helps In raising funds for local schools, hosts major
bands in their hotel, and offers limited free parking to all their guests.
